Ohio Laws and Parish Employees 

 At our recent parish staff meeting, we 
discussed the implementation of a law recently 
brought to our attention by Toledo Diocesan officials. 
All part-time as well as full-time employees of the 
parish must be fingerprinted before September 5, 
2008, so as to go through both the Ohio B.C.I. and 
national F.B.I. background screening. This will cost 
the parish between $50 and $70 per person.  

During the past several years, all employees 
and volunteers who work closely with youth have 
already gone through the B.C.I. screening. We need to 
determine whether our catechists must be listed as 
part-time employees or as volunteers.

Excerpts from an Article on Prayer by Kansas 

Death Row Inmate John Robinson 
 One of the few pluses of death row, solitary 
confinement, is the time you have to think. At times 
the process take me to obscure subjects that I attempt 
to examine from all positions. Prayer, to me, surfaces 
as a conundrum. 
 Ritualized or repetitious prayer, repeating the 
same words over and over many times, keeping track 
with some kind of counting beads, was the formalized 
method I learned as a child. We seem to spend a great 
deal of time praying, telling God what we think should 
be done and asking Him to agree with us. At times, we 
pray to some saint, requesting them to intercede, 
whisper our requests into God’s ear, hoping their help 
will somehow hold more weight. I, too, have my daily 
verbal prayer, the rosary, various novenas, and the Act 
of Contrition each night before sleep. 
 Mostly now, my prayers are for others. I like to 
think of it as reinforcement, a reminder to God not to 
forget them. I recall thinking once that if God would 
just give me ten minutes alone, I wouldn’t bother Him 
again—even do extra years in Purgatory for the 
privilege. 
 Now prayer to me is concentrating on positive 
thoughts. I begin by quietly thinking of some wonder 
of nature: a flower, rainbow, bird or butterfly. Then I 
visualize the warming love of God radiating out to 
those close to me, family, friends, gradually even to 
enemies (although I admit this is still a problem I’m 
working on). 
 I usually end my silent prayer by asking God to 
send inner peace and strength to someone else who 
needs help. 

I stopped long ago spending time trying to 
make deals with God, asking for favors or explaining 
what I thought should be done. Now I take the time to 
listen in the stillness for God to tell me what to do. To 
me this is what prayer is!
